Two hundred and eighty one (281) youths are currently benefiting from the skills development and Boarding Secondary school bursaries 

under the 2023 Constituency Development Fund (CDF) in Msanzala Constituency of Lusangazi district in Eastern Province. 

Lusangazi Town Council Secretary, Mabvuto Masiye, confirmed to the Zambia News and Information Services (ZANIS) that the 281 applica-

tions were approved by the CDF committee and the youths have since reported to their various learning institutions. 

Mr Masiye explained that out of the 281 youths, 171 were being supported in skills development in various higher learning institutions while 

110 are being supported in various Secondary Boarding Schools in the district. 

Among the skills development the Lusangazi youth are receiving include skills in Agri-Business Management, Power electrical and electronics, 

Biomedical engineering, General Agriculture, computer studies, tailoring and design, cutting and some craft courses among others. 

And Msanzala Constituency Member of Parliament, Elias Daka, urged people in Lusangazi district to take interest in applying for the CDF 

bursaries as the turn-out of young people applying for the bursaries was low in Msanzala Constituency and the situation led to money 

amounting to about K 4 million meant for bursaries under the 2021/2022 CDF being channelled to other projects because they were no 

students to support. 

The Msanzala law maker also revealed that most projects under the 2021/2022 CDF were on course and would be completed by mid 

2023. 

Mr Daka mentioned some of the projects as the grading of the 45 kilometres road from Kalinda Village to Kalama and construction of a 1 

by 2 classroom block at Chingolo Primary school and Kalumbi Primary school in Chingolo Ward as well as rehabilitation of a blown off roof 

at Chikuse Primary school and also added that a 1 by 3 classroom block at Chitwelele Primary school and a health facility staff house 

where also under construction using CDF in Mateyo Mzeka.
